Program. Harford County's submittal for the Baltimore region’s Transportation Improvement
Program includes four (4) bridge projects. Please note that all transit projects will be submitted on

behalf of Harford County by the Maryland Transit Administration.

Conformity Qualification

Harford County recommends that all projects qualify as air quality programmatically conformity
projects that do not impact regional emissions or require a local carbon monoxide impact analysis.

The transit projects are a continuation of existing service and replacement vehicles. The transit
submittal will provide public transportation for commuters. The bridge replacement projects are
preservation projects, consisting of structural and safety-related improvements. Most of the bridge
projects improve the existing span and improve road alignment; one increases the capacity of the
bridge itself from a one-lane bridge to a two-lane bridge, allowing vehicles to travel across the
bridge from either side without waiting. Allowing traffic to move in both directions at the same time
reduces carbon monoxide emissions.
