Description Justification 
MDOT received $9.4 million to perform Preliminary Engineering for a 
4th track, new platform and station building at BWI station. The new 
station building will utilize Green design to accommodate growing 
BWI ridership and other development needs. The Maryland Aviation 
Administration and MDOT’s Office of Real Estate are engaged in 
additional studies to support the station’s development. 

The track improvement includes 9 miles of new 4th track to build out 
the corridor and reduce congestion while improving safety. The new 
platform will accommodate the new track and allow for an island 
platform so that all tracks could be used for passenger services.
