• Planning for air quality due to the region’s non-attainment status
• Coordination of planning activities to support public transit 
• Systems to monitor and evaluate congestion, improve safety, and 

increase efficiency 
• Transportation needs of the elderly, individuals with disabilities and 

low-income residents
• Bicycle and pedestrian access and safety

The Baltimore City Department of Transportation (BCDOT), in 
cooperation with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) 
and the State Highway Administration (SHA) announce a 
Public Hearing for the Boston Street – Ponca to Conkling 
Alignment Study.  The hearing will be held on Wednesday, 
April 22, 2009 from 4:30 PM to 7:00 PM at the Southeast 
Anchor Library. 
 
The purpose of the Boston Street – Ponca to Conkling 
Alignment Study is to accommodate transportation demand 
accelerated by residential and business development in the 
project area while promoting support of and consistency with 
the City’s growth and economic development plans; address 
roadway deficiencies resulting from substandard intersection 
geometry; increase roadway capacity to improve operational 
issues; reduce undesirable mixing of truck and automobile 
traffic, especially along Boston Street between Ponca and 
Conkling Streets; improve mobility between the project area 
and I-95; provide for safe pedestrian and bicycle travel in the 
Brewer’s Hill, Canton Crossing, and Toone Street development areas; and improve multimodal 
connectivity by complementing planned rail transit facilities. 
 
Maps, an FHWA approved Environmental Assessment, and other information pertaining to the proposed 
project will be on display at the hearing.

The purpose of this Public Hearing is to afford all interested persons the opportunity to present their views 
regarding the proposed location and general design of the project, including associated social, economic, 
cultural, and natural environmental effects for the alternatives.
