Air Cargo Security Requirements

The Transportation Security Administration (TSA) recently rolled out its
new Air Cargo Security Requirements. The regulation imposes a series
of new restrictions on the air cargo industry, including its shippers. It
calls for worker background checks, strict verification of known
customers, meaningful security training and tight security and cargo
operations. The TSA held several workgroup sessions with stakeholders
for input into the final rule. The rule states that with “[T]he absence of an
appropriate targeting methodology and data, requiring inspection of 100
percent of air cargo would severely burden the just-in-time delivery that is currently a key competitive
feature of many U.S. manufacturing and distribution industries.” This rule set the standard for the secure
handling and shipping of air cargo around the world.

Freight Movement Task Force staff has taken steps to integrate air freight issues into future meeting
agendas and the regional transportation planning process.
